GROOMING THE BACK COUNTRY 
CDA PRESS

For an article that appeared January 18, 2007, in the 
Coeur d’Alene Press, Del Kerr, Past President Larry 
Waddell, and Dan Reasor were interviewed by Mike 
Satren.  If anyone would like a complete copy of this 
article, please let me know and I will provide you with 
a copy, or you can obtain a copy from the CDA Press 
Website for $2.95 if you are not already a subscriber.  
 
The budget for the Kootenai County Snowmobile 
Program is $75,000 a year, received from the state gas 
tax.  According to Del Kerr, they get 92 hundreths of 1 
percent of the state gas tax.  It adds up to approximately 
1.1 million dollars, which is allocated to the various 
counties in the State based on the number of off-road 
users residing  there.  Kootenai County currently has 
4,000 active users. 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
A number of trailheads are located off of Bunco Road 
north to Shoshone Base Camp.  These trails are loop-
type segments in both Kootenai and Shoshone 
Counties.   
 
Del stated in the article that they try to run in loops, so 
there doesn’t have to be any backtracking.  The cost is 
an average of $9.50 a mile to groom the trails, so they 
monitor their routes very carefully, with some trails 
going both to Bonner and Shnoshone counties. 
 
Grooming starts in mid-December and can last until the 
end of April, snow depending.  January is typically the 
busiest month for the groomers.  The grooming 
program also uses volunteers, which may be the biggest 
value to the system, according to Del. 
 
In the article [Past] President Larry Waddell also 
discussed the warming huts, the lack of promotion to 
our sport in this area, and how much revenue can be 
generated by those who travel to beautiful areas such as 
ours, to recreate in our sport.

We as snowmobilers need to come to the game ready to 
play.  Wouold a football player show up at the game 
without his uniform?  I have been watching 
snowmobilers again and they don’t come to the woods 
prepared for the day of activity.  Ther is no way to 
predict the risk involved in every outing, but let’s 
prepare for the obvious.  You need food, water, & 
shelter to stay alive in the woods overnight.  When I 
ride with the regulars (you know who you are) in 
addition to their lunch they will bring some extra or 
reserve for emergencies.  Dave Atwood jr. never shares 
his last bite of lunch with Scotty for reason!!!!! It’s not 
that he doesn’t like Scotty he’s going into survival 
mode because Al or Dale has us in the four 0’Clock 
worst place in the world. 
 
Water should be a no-brainer not having fresh water 
will limit yiour rational thinking and good blood flow.  
Keeping water from freezing can be a hassle so make 
sure you put it into a windshield bag, tunnel bag, or 
anywhere the engine or coolant heat will keep it from  
freezing.  I have seen a lot of new bhydration systems 
for backpacks freeze.  Always bring bottled water for  

 
 
 
 
an overnight stay; the frozen water on your back will 
make you cold. 
 
Shelter can be thought of in many different ways.  Your 
clothing is the first basic line of defense.  I talked about 
it last time, but heed this warning and use common 
sense you’re clothing is your lifeline.  I have witnessed 
a few times people coming to the game without their 
outer protective layer.  I understand fleece will wick 
small amounts of moisture but sleep in a snow cave 
overnight and see if you stay warm & cuddly all night.  
The safest shelters can be constructed of tree branches 
and boughs to form a lean-to.  When constructing you 
shelter always be mindful of fire placement so that the 
smoke will escape.  I am going to list some basics that 
everyone should carry in their survival kit or on their 
sled to make the woods a safer place to play.  Extra 
gloves, stocking hat, fire starters, duct tape (Dale’s 
favorite) waterproof matches, flashlight, space blanket, 
rope, knife, saw, shovel, two-way radio’s, wire-ties, 
map & compass, extra batteries, there are more but I 
think you get the idea.  Any questions ask me, I’ll be 
glad to help.
